KINDERGARTEN

The kindergarten classes at Holy Cross Academy love to
read! Children who read often and widely get better at it.
Reading improves concentration, vocabulary, and lan-
guage skills. Our students are learning decoding skills
and sight words to help them read beginning readers.
Beginning readers build fluency. Our Kindergarten read-
ers are working to improve fluency by doing paired read-
ing, preforming a reader’s theater, listening and follow-
ing along with audio recordings, and choral reading, just
to name a few favorite activities.

In an effort to promote read-
ing, on March 2, the whole
school celebrated Read
Across America. The school
listened to Dr. Seuss’s, “If 1
Ran the Zoo”, created an
animal that belonged in the
zoo and attended an assem-
bly hosted by The Pittsburgh Zoo and Aquarium. Many
other Dr. Seuss stories were shared in the classroom. A
variety of fun projects and activities accompanied the
stories. Kindergarten enjoyed hearing the rhyming text
and using their imaginations to create original writings
based on the stories they heard.
As a way to make reading fun in
our classroom, we have what we
call “Mystery Readers”, who
come read to our class! Students
do not know who the reader is
until they arrive. You may won-
der, who can be a Mystery
Reader? Mystery readers can be
anyone from parents, grandparents, older siblings, family
members, or school faculty members. These special read
aloud to our Kindergarten classes enables them to hear
the rich language of stories and texts they cannot yet read
on their own.
